Booker T. Washington Child Development Center is one of the City of .Phoenix's original Head Start programs. Now in Its 36th year, Booker T. Washington services 192 low income children and their families who live within the boundaries of the Phoenix Elementary School District I, primarily in the Eastlake Park and Garfield neighborhoods. The program consists of:
1 four year old classroom located at Shaw Elementary School. This classroom includes 5 severely disability children referred by Phoenix Elementary School District; 

2 four year old classrooms at Ann Ott Elementary School - 1 AM class and 1 PM class; 

1 three year old classroom located in the Sydney P. Osborn Housing Projects; 

2 four year old classrooms at 1525 East Adams 

1 three year old classroom and 3 four year old classrooms located at 1522 East Adams 

2 AM and PM Extended Day classrooms at .1522 East Adams 

Booker T. Washington program boundaries: 

North: East Thomas Road; South: I-17; East: 32nd Street, West: 7th Street 

Program is located in a 20-square mile section of the central city designated by HUD as the Phoenix Enterprise Community where a large percentage of families live below the poverty level. Although many of the traditional poor have moved from unemployment to work, and from welfare to work, their minimum wage earnings still position them below the poverty level. 

Of the families served:

Race/Ethnicity - City of Phoenix 

. 96.6% are of one race (including Hispanics) 

. Of those who consider themselves to one race, 73.8% are White, 5.1% are Black or African American, 2% are American Indian and Alaska Native, and 2% are Asian 

. 33.9% of the population are Hispanic or Latino (can be of any race) 

The Booker T. Washington community is a transitional community with several public housing sites and a large percentage of section 8 housing. Families are moving on to better living environments by purchasing homes, renting single housing homes and improving their living conditions. 

During the last program year, Booker T. Washington had 41 students drop from the program. As of October 31, 2003,18 (34%) students have dropped since September, 2003. 

City of Phoenix Poverty & Population:
· 13.2% of children under 5 live in poverty

· 15.8% of the population live below 100% of the federal poverty level

· 36.9% of the population live below 200% of the federal poverty level

· 4.0% of the population are impoverished single mothers with related children under 18

· 8.6% of the population is under 5, and 28.8% under 18.

Per community surveys distributed
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Parents are interested in wanting to learn more about how to work with their children and learning how to interact with their children during class time and at home. More books are being read at school and at home and parents are sharing more with other parents and the community. Attendance and growing number of participants at Booker T, Washington quarterly Literacy Days (200+) and Weekly PACT meetings (50+) justify the interest, concern and involvement of parents in the education of their children. 

Booker T. Washington has a number of returning families. Each year we see the number grow, showing parent's confidence in BTW and again the concern, interest of parents in their child's continued educational growth and development. 

As reflected in community survey, some of the many needs of the community are': 
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Housing: BTW community has several housing projects and slumlord properties Tenants are charged excessive rates for rentals that have no running water, plumbing and heating issues and other health and safety problems. 

After School Care: Because of the many housing projects in the area, parents that reside in the housing projects are required to seek work or volunteer community hours as part of their rental agreement, there the need for childcare is greater in this community. 

Child Abuse/Domestic Abuse: Frustration, low esteem, poverty, stress, low or no education, drug abuse, survival focused. Our families face a majority these issues. 

ESL/Citizenship: Within the City of Phoenix - 96.6% are one race (Hispanics)

As stated previously, of the 158 Hispanic families, 130 are undocumented and monolingual Spanish.
Booker T. Washington has observed a growing trend in student language disability from year to year.
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Booker T. Washington provides: 

. Screenings to identify disabilities 

. Speech therapist, through an outside provider, for those students identified needing services which include therapy sessions, monthly meetings with parents and yearly reviews. 

Statistics show that the Phoenix Elementary District I is 10% disabled 

Community/BTW Program/Staff Comparison: 
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As stated in previous sections, Booker T. Washington serves a large Hispanic population, majority undocumented families. Booker T. Washington's weekly PACT sessions include a 15 minute ESL class. Parents are referred and provided information about various community ESL classes/resources.
